The article represents an investigation of the cult of St. Onuphrius the Great in
the Byzantine Egypt. On the basis of information, contained by papyri, epigraphic,
hagiographic and liturgical sources, the author comes to the conclusion, that the cult of
St. Onuphrius, which came to being in one of the monasteries of Scetis (Wadi Natrun),
spread through the whole Byzantine Egypt and penetrated into Nubia, neighbour of
Egypt to the 10%-11% c. It is also pointed out, that the cult of St. Onuphrius was
mostly spread in the monasteries of different types (of semi-hermit and coenobium
ones), as well as in Egyptian chora.
